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Reinventing Health — Policy, Practice and Systems

The School of Public Health and Community Medicine and the range of research Centres
that have formal or informal linkages with the School, have identified Reinventing health —
policy, practice and systems as our overarching mission and a priority area for research
and practice.

We seek to make a significant national and international contribution to improving health and
health service delivery through the generation of new knowledge, dissemination of existing
knowledge and working with others to apply this knowledge. We will do this:

* At the local level through “front line” research with clinicians, managers, consumers
and communities;

e At the state and national level through work with policy and decision makers within
government and business, professional organisations, peak non-government
organisations and community groups; and

* Atthe regional and international level we will form collaborations with governments,
business, other academic institutions and non-government organisations.

Our commitment to Reinventing health — policy, practice and systems will involve a focus
in three broad areas of research: health services and system development; understanding,
preventing and managing major health problems; and social justice, ethics and diversity.

The School works particularly closely with six UNSW Research Centres and one internal
Research Unit with which it has a formal association:

» Centre for Clinical Governance Research in Health.

The School and many of these Centres are committed to working with the Institute of Health
Research and other research broking groups to take forward collaborative research in New
South Wales.

Collectively the School and our associated Centres have a substantial reputation in policy
and practice. This is reflected in publications, research funding and national leadership roles.
In 2002 alone there were over 250 research publications from this group. Research funding
rose dramatically from under $10 million in 1998 to well over $20 million in 2003.
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Reinventing Health — Policy, Practice and Systems

Research activity continues to grow with competitive research grants awarded through the
NHMRC, the ARC, the NIH, and non-governmental bodies including the National Heart
Foundation and the Alcohol Education and Rehabilitation Foundation.

Health care and health systems are changing dramatically in Australia and globally, leading
to increased pressure to accelerate the transfer of new knowledge from research to policy
and practice. Government, research funding bodies and the research community are
investing in finding more effective ways of ensuring that this occurs in a timely, systematic
and effective manner. The University of New South Wales and the School and our Centres
have contributed to this effort at state and national levels and will continue to do so through
close collaboration with the Institute of Health Research and other related government and
researcher initiatives.

Additional attention is going into building partnerships between research-sensitive policy-
makers and policy-sensitive researchers so as to identify early the problems that need
solving and to formulate joint questions and processes through which to answer them. A
greater focus is required on the interface between research and policy — improving the
dissemination and debate around research findings and their implications for policy, practice
and systems. Health services research, population health research, and health policy
research are increasingly important. Enhancing knowledge management in this new
environment is a major challenge.

The School is committed to working actively with research partners within the university, with
other universities, and with health care providers, organisations and community groups, to
assist in ‘Reinventing health — policy, practice and systems’. Adding value through
collective work is a challenge, but it extends the range of issues covered, draws people from
different disciplines together, builds new partnerships, and increases the potential for critical
and creative insights and analyses to emerge.

Examples of ways in which research is translated into policy, practice and system
development:

The School of Public Health and Community Medicine has a long history of active
involvement in the development of State and national health policy. Some recent examples
of the work being undertaken within the School are described below.

Getting Research Into Policy and Practice Committee

This is a conjoint committee of the Institute of Health Research and NSW Health which
comprises academic and health service/health policy members. It is jointly chaired by the
NSW Health Chief Health Officer Greg Stewart, and Professor Anthony Zwi, Head of the
School of Public Health and Community Medicine. The Committee is involved in a number
of initiatives to establish priority issues for which health services research may contribute
valuable insights. The Committee seeks to promote evidence-informed policy-making and
policy-sensitive research. A number of initiatives have commenced seeking to enhance the
research — policy and practice interface.

Smoking cessation

School staff have contributed substantially to describing and analysing changing patterns of
smoking and have contributed actively to developing and evaluating effective interventions.
They have written and produced the material and programs now widely distributed to
general practitioners.

Primary care

School staff, working with and through relevant Centres, have been centrally involved in
examining the primary — secondary care interface and looking at funding and other
incentives for evidence-based practice. A number of interventions have been trialled in the
primary care setting leading to proposed changes for policy, practice and systems. Recent
exampels relate to care of diabetes and promotion of Smoking, Nutrition, Alcohol and
Physical Activity interventions in the general practice setting.

International health

We have broad interests in examining the role that health should play in the Australian
development cooperation program. This feeds into the policy process within AusAlID. The
School, with partners, is also involved in examining the role of health in building the peace
in countries which have experienced major political disruption and violence.

Reproductive health

Senior staff within the School have assisted in evaluating policies and systems established
to promote reproductive health in refugee communities. This feeds into UNHCR and
UNFPA policy-making structures, as well as into Australian policies.

Workforce

The School is examining a number of workforce issues. A focus on overseas trained
doctors in the workforce examines current policies and strategies and the ethics of
recruitment and retention. The research seeks to identify new strategies which recognize
the mobility of skilled workforces but which share the benefits and offset the losses of

skilled person-power incurred primarily by poor countries.

Examples of ways in which research is translated into policy, practice and system
development:

Several exemplars might be adduced of how the Centre’s work has been received.
Associate Professor Jeffrey Braithwaite’s work on health policy, change management and
organisational behaviour is widely used and cited. He has researched, consulted, taught,
presented and published on health policy, changing health sector structures, and change
management for over a decade and a half and, particularly in the past five years, on
clinicians as leaders and managers. He has published or presented more than 150 books,
monographs, articles or papers in national and international literature and venues.

Dr Rick ledema’s work on health communication and clinical work specialisation is attracting
international acclaim, and is being used by practitioners in many health care settings. Dr
ledema brings his skills as a social scientist to the analysis of clinical tasks and their
enactment by specific clinicians. This micro-level analysis is crucial for addressing the lived
experience of what it means to improve clinical practice for individual clinicians. Dr ledema’s
work has been presented at a range of international meetings and in some of the leading
social science journals.

The Centre embraces research innovation and dissemination in two ways. First, it has
developed creative ways to conceptualise research and evaluation projects and conduct
them. Second, it is innovative about disseminating findings for the benefit of sponsors,
identified stakeholders and the wider health community.

In terms of innovation in project initiation and conduct, the Centre is at the forefront in using
a process adapted from Van de Ven, Polley, Garud and Venkataraman (1999). This process
involves attending to four important ingredients in project success: mapping the journey,
encouraging learning and collaboration along the way, providing leadership in each project
phase, event and sub-process, and managing internal and external relations. Various
brainstorming and creation-generating tools are used in the conceptualisation, design,
inception, progress and completion stages of projects.

In dissemination and findings, the Centre has modified for its use the Rogers innovation-
diffusion model (Rogers 1995). Audiences for the Centre’s research findings include
clinicians, other health service providers, health managers and policymakers, the academic
research community in health policy and the academic disciplines from which its staff are
drawn. The Centre successfully employs a range of innovative dissemination methods,
including:
e purpose-designed and research-based workshops for hospital clinicians and
managers;
» contributions to academic courses such as the undergraduate medical curriculum at
the University of New South Wales and the University of Sydney;
« development of a range of resource materials including case studies, videos and
computerised simulations;
» acting as a neutral broker for policy briefings and forums;
e conducting arm’s-length, professional and methodologically sophisticated evaluations
of health policies, programs and projects;
* presentations to professional conferences both nationally and internationally; and
* publication of research findings in national and international journals, reports to
government and in the Centre’s monograph series.

National survey of cultural competence in medical education at Australian medical
schools informing the development of a national network which is building guidelines for
success in cultural competence, to inform Australian medical workforce development.

A series of ethnographic studies of cancer (hereditary cancer, and recurrence) is
informing curriculum development as well as Australian Cancer Network to produce
national guidelines for lymphomas, has contributed to a national workshop on cultural
competence in cancer - Clinical Oncology Society of Australia, and in due course will
inform Priority Action for National Change #7 prescribed by the National Service
Improvement Framework for Cancer.

The cultural competence education model for aged care being developed with DADHC
NSW will be a test-bed for Home and Community Care, and relevant to Charter of
Residents' Rights and Responsibilities in Approved Residential Care Services; the
Community Visitors Scheme, Standard 3.8 in the Standards and Guidelines for
Residential Aged Care Services Manual, delivering Community Aged Care Packages in
the home; the role of the Partners in Culturally Appropriate Care (PICAC) program.

Completion of a 2-year evaluation of the NSW Department of Health’s Clinical
Information Access Project (CIAP), demonstrating the critical role that online evidence
access plays in enhancing clinical decisions across the State, as well as the significant
barriers that remain to its widespread adoption across all areas. The CIAP is accessible
to over 55,000 clinicians across the State. Our research represents possibly the first
large-population based examination of the use of evidence in routine practice.

Partnering with NSW DOH to obtain an Australian Research Council Linkage Grant,
commencing 2003, to evaluate the forthcoming State-wide Point of Care Clinical
Systems (PoCCS) project, worth over $1 million in cash. This will eventually see
leading edge information technology deployed at the point of care across all the State’s
hospitals.

Continued partnering with Merck Sharpe and Dome in an Australian Research Council
SPIRT Grant (commenced 2001, worth over $1.5 million in cash), to develop software
technology that provides general practitioners with immediate access to relevant
evidence at the point of care. A national trial in 2002 of the resulting Quick Clinical (QC)
system involved 250 GPs. It has demonstrated that the technology is effective in
answering clinical questions, is clinically acceptable, and can be used effectively at the
point of care. Version 3 of the Quick Clinical system (QC2) has been completed, looking
at innovative ways of delivering on-line information to clinicians in a way that matches
the needs of their clinical tasks and the time-pressured demands of their work
environment. The system will be commercialised in 2003.

Completion of a tender for the Federal Department of Health and Ageing, surveying the
state of decision support technologies nationally and internationally.

Completion of a project funded by the National Institute of Clinical Studies for a project

that spans the evaluation and decision support streams, comparing the effectiveness of
QC and traditional information retrieval systems.

The long term vision of the Centres for Primary Health Care and Equity is to improve the

health and wellbeing of the people of New South Wales through a focus on improved

primary health care services and development of policies and strategies that address health

inequalities. The CPHC&E are committed to intervention research that will impact on policy

and practice and as a result aim to conduct and disseminate research and evaluation and

develop programs that:

= contribute to a more integrated and equitable health system, with a focus on primary
health care;

= |ead to a better understanding of the causes of health inequality and interventions that
are effective in reducing them;

= Dbuild research capacity in primary health care and equity; and

= contribute to teaching in these areas.

There are many examples of work undertaken by the CPHC&E which have direct relevance
and transfer to policy, practice and system development. Three of these (each of which
reflects the work of the individual Centres) are listed below:

Divisions Diabetes & CVD Quality Improvement
As more is understood about what makes for effective chronic disease care, quality
improvement becomes important as a way of supporting evidence-based care. In 1999
CGPIS aggregated and analysed data from Divisions of General Practice diabetes
programs. This was used to describe Divisions programs and identify what they were
achieving in terms of GP and patient reach, quality of care and health outcomes. Results of
this data aggregation have been used widely to provide an insight into current diabetes care
through general practice and contributed to the design of the National Integrated Diabetes
Program. This aggregation and analysis was repeated in 2002/3, this time including CVD
data. This work has been used in developing new incentives for quality care of diabetes in
general practice.

Health Impact Assessment (HIA)

In order to ensure that NSW Health had the capacity to undertake HIA, CHETRE was

contracted by the NSW Centre for Health Promotion to:

» Explore the feasibility and mechanisms for the development of HIA processes in NSW;

« Increase awareness in the NSW health system on the purpose and scope of HIA
processes; and

« Identify key areas where capacity needed to be developed.

This was part of the project, known as Phase 1, which ended on 30 June 2003. A report on

the outcomes of Phase 1, developed in consultation with key stakeholders in NSW Health,

has now been submitted to the Department. The focus of the consultations was on reviewing

Phase 1 and developing an approach for the next step, Phase 2.

Far West Mental Health Integration Project (FWMHIP)

The FWMHIP is a new model of primary mental health care for rural and remote
communities. It aims to provide access to quality and sustainable mental heath services
where there are no resident psychiatrists and to support local providers and GPs. The
Commonwealth wish to contract CEPHRIS to conduct a manpower study and larger study of
the replication of this model across Australia.

Examples of ways in which research is translated into policy, practice and system
development:

The Centre’s research has had a significant impact on policy and practice nationally and
internationally. The areas where research in the past has been successful in demand
reduction include: treatment effectiveness reviews and quality assurance projects in the area
of alcohol, opioids and nicotine treatment and their related dissemination projects;
evaluations of treatment for adolescent and women’s drug dependence problems; trials of
buprenorphine leading to registration and Pharmaceutical Benefit Scheme listing; the
successful national evaluation of pharmacotherapies for opioid dependence (NEPOD) project
and the development of clinical guidelines for pharmacotherapies, including naltrexone,
methadone, and buprenorphine; recent work on the identification of amphetamine-related
problems; the Australian Treatment Outcome Study; the development of brief interventions
for adult cannabis use disorder and the resulting dissemination program, and the ongoing
development of an early intervention for cannabis related problems among adolescents using
a check-up approach; the development of the NSW and national minimum dataset for the
monitoring of treatment service delivery and the brief treatment outcome measure for opioid
maintenance pharmacotherapies that is now mandated for use in NSW public clinics. The
Centre has more recently developed work investigating the structural determinants of drug
use that takes a preventative and systemic approach to this problem.

In terms of understanding or reducing harms: NDARC has led the way in the identification
and measurement of intervention with HIV and Hepatitis C risk behaviours; identification of
escalating heroin overdose rates and intervention strategies; harms associated with the use
of performance and image enhancing drugs; and the health effects of cannabis. Similarly,
the National Survey of Mental Health and Well-Being was a very significant study in
understanding population rates of drug and alcohol use disorders for Australia. The ongoing
role of the illicit drug reporting system as an early warning mechanism for ongoing policy
development needs to be recognised. More recently further attention to the health impacts of
MDMA, amphetamines and cocaine has been relevant to understanding and reducing harms.
The Centre is also currently undertaking a study of the palatability of ‘ready to drink’ alcoholic
beverages among young people and their influence on patterns of alcohol use.

Future research investment: There are a number of important future areas for research
which need attention. With regard to policy and practice the impact of MDMA and other so-
called ‘party drugs’ and potential interventions for associated problems needs greater
attention and understanding. Related to this is a need to better understand the possibly
growing use of performance and image enhancing drugs (PIEDs) particularly amongst
younger people. In line with the Centre’s previous work on quality assurance clinical
guidelines, the research into cannabis interventions is now sufficiently mature that it should
be the next focus of this endeavour. There is a need for further development of primary and
secondary brief interventions for alcohol-related problems among young people in schools
and in a family context. As noted, the information derived from these activities needs to be
better transferred to policy makers and disseminated so the practices can be more reliably
influenced by them.

Examples of ways in which research is translated into policy, practice and system
development:

NCHECR's primary functions relate to the coordination of national surveillance programs
and clinical trials. While its original focus was exclusively on HIV/AIDS, NCHECR'’s work has
expanded to encompass hepatitis B and C, and sexually transmissible infections. NCHECR
also conducts research into the transmission, prevention and natural history of these
infections. NCHECR's research program has increasingly taken on a regional focus, with
major collaborative programs in Thailand and Cambodia. Other functions of NCHECR
include the training of health professionals, and input into the development and
implementation of health policy and programs.

NCHECR carries out its functions by working with an extensive range of collaborators,
including State and Territory Health Departments, public and private clinical units, national
and international organisations, and the corporate sector. It also works closely with the other
national HIV research centres.

Dissemination of NCHECR's research output is undertaken through publication in scientific
journals and a range of surveillance reports.

Examples of ways in which research is translated into policy, practice and system
development:

The Muri Marri Indigenous Health unit is a small but growing unit in the SPHCM. It started in
2002 with the appointment of Mr Dennis McDermott. Dr Lisa Jackson Pulver was appointed
in August 2003 to develop and drive a research agenda. Since then a research fellow, Mr
Anton Clifford, and another senior lecturer, Ms Jill Guthrie have been appointed. The unit
has areas of responsibility in the undergraduate and postgraduate degrees of the Faculty of
Medicine and provides academic and intellectual support for other programmes across
campus and outside of the UNSW. The unit has attracted seven postgraduate students to
the UNSW and four are enrolled into PhD programmes.

Much of the project work Muri Marri conducts is conducted through funding from competitive
grants and consultancy projects. Dr Jackson Pulver is also on three subcommittees of the
NHMRC and Mr McDermott and Dr Jackson Pulver are both associate consultants of the
Aboriginal Health and Medical Research Council of New South Wales (AH&MRC). The Unit
is currently undergoing an identity shift and strategic planning process. Some examples of its
work are:

1) Epidemiological work: - Aboriginal interventions based work is being developed. Some
areas of interest include hepatitis B, cancer, and chronic disease, amongst others.

2) Evaluation work — the Aboriginal Home Visiting Programme in south-west Sydney will
better inform practice and care of the health services to Aboriginal families in the urban
environment. Another project on the evaluation of service delivery at Aboriginal Community
Controlled Health Organisations (ACCHOSs) is under development and negotiation.

3) Social, spiritual and emotional well-being — The men of Kinchela Boys Home and other
members of the Stolen Generations have approached Muri Marri to develop, in consultation,
a strategic plan to support members of the Stolen Generations to achieve their aims.
Research contrasting mechanisms behind Maori and Indigenous well-being and positive
approaches to Indigenous well-being commences in 2005. Further, one of Muri Marri's
Master’s students is intending to review health status of Aboriginal people taken from their
families as children.

4) Primary prevention- Specific chronic care and primary interventions are being developed
around smoking, nutrition, physical activity and alcohol misuse. These interventions are
being developed for urban Aboriginal communities in NSW.

5) Cultural safety - Muri Marri is undertaking work with the Victorian Transcultural Psychiatry
Unit and the Centre for Culture and Health (UNSW) to extend scholarship and pedagogical
research into training for cultural safety and cultural competence, with a range of health
professionals, across both Indigenous and CALDB populations.

6) Human rights & health — Development of a research agenda in liaison with other sectors
in the area of Human Rights and Health and a rights based approach to health service
provision.

7) Aboriginal health research capacity building — into Koori communities, starting with two
large urban centers in rural NSW. Part of this includes the development and commissioning,
in 2005, of a four-unit course of study that will articulate directly with the proposed Graduate
Diploma of Public Health in Indigenous Health for delivery to our collaborating ACCHS's.

Examples of ways in which research is translated into policy, practice and system
development:

The ACDS is a health services research and policy development unit. It also conducts
projects and programs which encompass health professional training and development,
health services development, access and clinical effectiveness issues in Australia and in the
Western Pacific Region. As a result it has the opportunity to implement its own policy and
research results (along with those in the broader public health domain) through its own
programs. In addition policy and research results generated by the ACDS are implemented
in a variety of ways. Some examples are:

1) Health economics - the DiabCo$t study results are being used to inform policy across
Australia and a current project is modelling the cost and practicalities of implementing
intensive diabetes therapy in Australia.

2) Evidence-based health care — national guidelines for Type 2 diabetes and guidelines for
diabetes in the elderly produced by the ACDS, form the basis of clinical care protocols in
general practice and diabetes centres, inform normal ranges etc for pathology labs and are
being actively implemented by the Department of Health and Ageing through a number of
national programs.

3) Epidemiology — a comprehensive diabetes and CVD risk factor prevalence study of adults
in Tonga has been used to follow up people with diabetes and people at risk of diabetes, and
to inform forward prevention and care planning and health service configuration by the
Ministry of Health. A recent survey of lifestyle risks in high school children is being used to
alter school policy on physical activity and the sale of food in high schools in Tonga.

4) Primary prevention- a scoping paper by the ACDS on the prevention of Type 2 diabetes is
currently being used by NSW health to inform its policy and actions on diabetes prevention
on a State-wide basis.

5) Strategic planning- policy and health services research results developed by the ACDS
are fed into the population plans the ACDS develops for WHO and the International Diabetes
Federation, eg the Western Pacific Diabetes Plan of Action, the African Diabetes Declaration
and Strategy.

6) Access and effectiveness — the results of the qualitative research to develop the
Information and Education Framework are being actively implemented by Diabetes Australia,
eg funding has been awarded to develop nationally agreed outcomes and indicators for
diabetes education.

Examples of ways in which research is translated into policy, practice and system
development:

Knowledge transfer: NCHSR has established close relationships with other research
institutions, universities, state and Commonwealth health departments, other government
bodies, non-government organisations and communities, so that the findings from NCHSR
studies will inform policy and be used in the evaluation of education and prevention
campaigns. NCHSR also has extensive experience in liaising with state governments and
state-based non-government organisations to develop instruments for the ongoing
monitoring of risk practices in the context of HIV and hepatitis C and sexually transmissible
infections around Australia. Examples of NCHSR research findings taken up in policy and
practice contexts include the internationally influential concept of ‘negotiated safety’
describing the ways in which gay men modify their sexual practices within sero-concordant
regular relationships, and the more recent notion of ‘strategic positioning’ describing the
ways in which gay men make deliberate choices about whether or not to engage in insertive
or receptive anal sex in order to reduce their risk of HIV transmission.

Research Link Project: Since 1999 the Commonwealth Department of Health and Ageing
has funded a NCHSR-based project to undertake activities to enhance relationships
between HIV social researchers and those working in the fields of HIV education, health
promation, policy development and care and support, and recently in the area of hepatitis C.
The work of the Research Link project covers the following areas: research dissemination;
capacity development of educators in community sector organisations; liaison and
partnership building with the community sector; and the involvement of the community sector
in research processes. In 2003, the Research Link project began producing and distributing
the quarterly Social Research Briefs and biannual Social Research Issues Papers funded by
NSW Health, with the direct objective of informing policy and practice.

Consortium for Social and Policy Research on HIV, Hepatitis C and Related Diseases:
The most recent example of our commitment to facilitating closer liaison between research
and policy is the Consortium for Social and Policy Research on HIV, Hepatitis C and Related
Diseases. This project, funded by NSW Health and based at the NCHSR, aims to build and
strengthen research capacity at the intersection between academic and health service
organisations in the area of HIV, hepatitis C and illicit drug use in NSW, and to encourage
collaborative research and the formation of healthy public policy in these fields. This includes
the provision of scholarships and internships to facilitate research training for policy makers
and practitioners in these sectors, and the hosting of intensive workshops to build research
capacity amongst NSW research staff, policy makers, students and service providers.

Examples of ways in which research is translated into policy, practice and system
development:

Example 1: MERIT study is a landmark study. It is the largest complex system intervention
in patient safety using the 23-hospital cluster randomised controlled trails design to test the
efficacy of the medical emergency team concept. It has received worldwide attention and
the invitations from European, North American and Asia have been extended to the
Management Committee of the study to present the study results at the end of this year and
the early of the next year. Based on the experience and evidence of the study, the South
Western Sydney Area Health Service has set up the new MET system as a key step in
improving patient safety and many hospitals across Australia are preparing taking up the
new MET system.

Example 2: Emergency Department Project has adopted a systematic approach in exploring
the access block of the emergency department. It also explores the re-engineering of EDs to
match its increased workload and changing function. It is expected that this research will
lead to significant policy change both in Australia and Overseas.

Example 3: A twelve month study, exploring the way that patients from different culture
background in Australia approach death & dieing in the Intensive Care Unit, have been
incorporated into NSW Health Policy.
